
 

 

English - In English we will be continue reading `Into the Volcano’ by Jess Butterworth and then Kensuke’s 

Kingdom.  During our writing lessons we will be writing a narrative, non-chronological report and 

persuasion.   

Maths – In maths we will be completing work on the following topics: fractions, decimals and money.   

Science – We will be finishing our topic on sound before moving on to the unit on animals including 

humans.   

 History - In History, we will be continuing to learn about the Romans. We will explore Hadrian’s wall and 

what life was like there for soldiers, what Romans did in their spare time and to investigate the Romans in 

Rotherham. 

Geography – In our geography lessons we will be comparing the UK to a European country.    

Computing - In computing, we will be focusing on the topic: online questionnaires.   

DT - . In DT, we will be looking at seasonal foods and preparing and tasting these.  

RE - In RE, we will be completing the unit around worship, pilgrimage and community in relation to 

Christianity and Hinduism.  

PSHE – In PSHE we will be finishing our unit on keeping ourselves safe before moving on the unit – the world 

of drugs.  

PE – During our PE lessons this half term, we will be doing swimming and tennis.   

Spanish – In Spanish, we will be learning about our homes.
